As artists, we will explore street art and

graffiti, investigating the messages the artists

are trying to show on their murals. We will
create our own street art for our local area.

History — Ancient Greeks
We will investigate the ancient Greek city-
states and investigate the 12 Greek gods
and how the ancient Greeks honoured
them. We will also explore Athens and
Sparta.

Geography - Why Does Population
Change?

As geographers, we will learn all about
global population and factors that effect it.
We will also use a Likert scale to collect
people’s opinions.
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Music- Composition Notation
(Theme: Ancient Egypt)
As musicians, we will be singing Egyptian-
themed vocal warm-ups and learning the
